TOURNAMENT RULES
 The Broward County USBC AssociationChampionshipTournament is conducted undertheauthority and certification of the 

USBC. All applicable USBC Rules will govern this tournament unless noted below. All entrants must be members of the USBC.Entry
form must be completed with all data requested. Entries will be scheduled as they are received. Entrants will bowl in the order listed on
the entry form. No changes will be permitted in the order of bowling. No refunds will be made once an entry has been received and
scheduled.

2. Bowlers with their USBC Membership cards report to the Check-In desk one hour prior to their schedule to bowl.

3. Entrants may bowl more than once in any event: (scratch or handicap) under the following conditions:

A bowler’s HIGHEST score in each event will count as their All events score.
Scratch events and handicap events will be held in Team, Doubles, and Singles.

4. Entrants must bowl in both Doubles and Singles event Handicap and/or Scratch.

5. The highest yearbook average of 2025-2026 with 18 games or more will be used. If your current average is 5 pins HIGHER, you are 
to use that average. It is the bowler’s responsibility to verify their average. Failure to do so will result in disqualifications. If the bowler 
doesn’t have an average the bowler will bowl scratch at 220. If your average is left-handed, you must bowl left-handed. If your 
average is right-handed, you must bowl right-handed. If your a two-handed bowler, you must bowl with two-hands, etc.

6. Senior Singles division is 50 and up. Age verification must be provided. You must bowl in the Doubles and Singles handicap event. It 
will be $20.00 per entry. 

7. ANY bowler disqualified for any reason will NOT be given a refund.

8. Failure to use the proper average or make corrections with Tournament staff prior to the completion of the first game of each event 
may result in disqualifications of entrant and/or scores. There will be no refunds. Each entrant is responsible for the entering average. 
Rule 319 C will be enforced. (These rules pertain to entering average and prior tournament winnings)

9. Substitutes and their respective Team Captain must report to the Tournament Office at least one hour prior to their squad time to 
make necessary changes for substitution. 

10.Captains and individuals upon signing the official score sheet containing game score and totals acknowledge the Score sheet as the 
official record of scores. Any protest of these scores MUST be made to Tournament Staff immediately. Rule 327B.

11.Protests and appeals must be in writing stating the ground for the protest. A protest involving eligibility or playing rules must be filed 
with the tournament management before tournament prizes are paid. The decision of the tournament manager shall be final unless a 
written appeal is filed with the local association or USBC Headquarters prior to the tournament prize being paid. Rule 329-1.

12.A copy of the unofficial results will be posted at the Tournament site. The prize fund is subject to change based on walk-ins.

13.No practice will be permitted outside of the practice time given at start of each squad on the lanes an entrant is assigned to bowl on. 
Entrants are subject to disqualification by the Tournament Director or an appointed representative. If a breakdown occurs and you are
moved. You are allowed two balls on each lane before continuing competition.

14.Tournament Directors reserve the right to rerate a bowler at any time or disqualify a bowler if they deem necessary.

15.Alteration of bowling ball surface is prohibited during competition. All holes must be used in your bowling ball. Failure to do so will 
result in disqualification. Please see a tournament official for information.

16.PROPER ATTIRE & EQUIPMENT IS REQUIRED. No halters or tank tops will be allowed. Shorts, skirts or skorts must be longer than 
your fingertips when placed by your side. All pants will be worn at waist level with no underwear or bare skin showing. Bowlers are 
NOT permitted to have speakers or headphones. Bowlers may have one air pod in during competition. 
Tournament officials will determine proper attire.
